Celebrant: The Holy Father has asked us to spread the Good News of Joy. As we pray with his words, may we be equal to that task, as we offer these petitions to the Lord. 
Response: Lord, hear our prayer
1. “For the disciple the first thing is to be with the Master”; may Church leaders learn from the Master how to inflame the hearts of those in their congregations, we pray…
2. “The world has fallen into sadness and sterility”; may it again be renewed by the joy-filled message of the Gospel so that all people may live in  peace, with justice and joy, we pray…
3. “It is about leaving everything for the Lord”; may more men and women hear the call to leave everything to serve the people of God, we pray…
4. “People today certainly need words but they need a witness to the tenderness and mercy of God”; may consecrated persons truly see the needs of others and minister to them in love and compassion, we pray…
5. “The prophet is one who has piercing eyes and listens and speaks the words of God, aware of three aspects of time: the promise from the past, the present being contemplated and the courage to point the way to the future”; may we be prophetic witness to those around us so that people will want to come and see, we pray…
6. “Walk out the door to search and find”; may we “have the courage to go against this culture of efficiency and this culture of discarding and give ourselves to God and our neighbor.” we pray… 

7. “A Church which is poor is approaching the very flesh of Christ”; may we “live the blessedness of the poor to become truly free in Christ” we pray…
8. May Mary, Star of evangelization help us to shine in witnessing to communion, to service, to a generous and ardent faith, justice and love for the poor, so the joy of the Gospel can reach to the ends of the earth and none of its margins are deprived of light.

Celebrant: Gracious God, we are thankful that you hear our humble prayers. We desire what you desire: to be instruments of love and joy in the world. Help us to achieve this end through Jesus Christ our Lord…
